GOALS 

Science Education is more and more interested in research on curriculum development, course syllabi, and textbooks. This area of research is clearly multidisciplinary, involving semio-linguistic, sociological, anthropological, economical, historical, epistemological, as well as didactic or pedagogical approaches. 

This meeting will focus on science textbooks. The term “Science” is considered broadly encompassing mathematics, technology, environmental science, health science, social sciences and the humanities.

We will confront our different methodologies, rooted in different theoretical backgrounds and perspectives. The didactic transposition, the model of educational reconstruction, and the curriculum are possible theoretical contexts, among others, that will be discussed. Moreover, issues related to the selection of content in science textbooks, use of references (scientific knowledge, values, social practices), and the extent to which they are (or are not) transformed in textbooks, and how they are transformed will also be addressed.

Comparisons between several methodological approaches of the same corpus, syllabi and textbooks, different corpus of the same topic during an historical period, or from different countries will be made. In addition, other issues related to how science textbooks are designed and how they are used will be covered. Analysis of textbooks can take into account not only what is explicit (texts, images, etc), but also what is implicit, i.e., messages, values, social practices.

Paper proposals need to discuss original empirical results, and clearly explain their theoretical background and methodology.
